Symbolic Change

A symbol is a powerful thing. Indeed, it is in symbols that we place great meaning and associate even greater
significance. Whether it is a religious symbol, a country flag, a city seal, a team insignia, or a company logo,
symbols and their meanings dominate the world around us. Therefore, it is no surprise that medicine, too,
has its own symbols. The most recognizable symbols of modern medicine include the white coat and the
stethoscope. These are with us almost daily, while more obscure and older symbols such as the staft of Ascle-
pius and the Caduceus adorn building entrances, official seals, and letterheads. In America, these two sym-
bols are often confused as one and the same. However, their significance and historical origins are entirely
unrelated and essentdally opposed. The two-serpent symbol of the Caduceus has become incorrectly associ-
ated with medicine in our country because of its erroneous use by the United States Army Medical Corps.
The true meaning and origin of the Caduceus stems from the figure of Hermes and represents his neutral
patronage of thieves, merchants, and travelers. On the other hand, the single-serpent staff of Asclepius repre-
sents the ancient Greek physician who began the tradition that would later give rise to Hippocrates and
Galen. Today, the staff of Asclepius is the internationally recognized symbol of medicine and it is regularly
employed as the emblem of many academic medical institutions, professional societies, and health agencies.
There is extensive literature on the use of the staff of Asclepius versus the Caduceus, but the words of noted
medical historian Dr. Fielding H. Garrison best summarize the origin of the confusion and misrepresented
meanings.

Dr. Fielding H. Garrison to Mr. Harry L. Arnold, Jr., dated 18 March 1935:

Omn the coat of arms of the Medical Department of the US Army. .. we have used, since 1818, the Aesculapian staff with
single serpent entwined, as a medical symbol, as in the medical departments of European armies. On the collars and chew-
rons of the medical officers and enlisted men of the Medical Corps of our Army, we employ the Caduceus, not as a medi-
cal but as an administrative symbol, im plying the neutral, non-combarant status of this personnel on the field of bartle. ..
This usage is in accord with the symbolism attached o Mercury, as the god of commerce, and explains its usage by Fro-
ben, Churchill and other printers of medical books. No one knows why it was introduced in our Medical Corps in 1856.

As such, the leadership of our organization has set out to redesign our current symbol to more accurately rep-
resent the true tradition and spirit of medicine. This change will be in keeping with the symbols of our peer
organizations as well as national and international groups such as the AAFP, AAMC, AMA, AMSA, NHMA,
WHO, NMBE. Thus, moving forward, our official symbol will have the single-serpented staft of Asclepius.

Undocumented Immigrants 8 Medical Care: Too Liule, Too Late?

Lee Chavez, PhD
Reform of the United States health care system seeks to include the uninsured and others who often find medical care
difficult, or even impossible, to acquire. Within the debate over health care reform, one group has continually been
targeted as “unworthy” of inclusion: undocumented immigrants. I will discuss how the public debate over medical care
characterizes undocumented immigrants both as undeserving of medical care and, at the same time, as abusers of the
medical care system. Then, survey data collected among Latinos and whites in Orange County, California are exam-
ined for their use of medical services. I show that undocumented immigrants had relatively low incomes and were less
likely to have medical insurance; experience a number of stresses in their lives; and underutilize medical services when
compared to legal immigrants and citizens. Predictors of use of medical services are found to include undocumented
immigration status, medical insurance, education, and gender. In contrast to their characterizations in public debate
surrounding medical care as abusers of the medical system and thus undeserving of governmentsponsored medical
services, undocumented Latinos were found to use medical services less than legal immigrants and citizens, and to rely
more on clinic-based care when they do seek medical services.

Michael V. Drake, MD

Dr. Drake was appointed chancellor of the University of Califor-
nia, [rvine in July 2005. Since becoming chancellor, Drake has led
the launch of new programs in public health, pharmaceutical sci-
ences, nursing science and the first new public law school in Cali-
fornia in more than 40 years. Under his leadership, the campus has
added nearly 5 million square feet of new space, including the
500,000-square-foot UC Irvine Douglas Hospital and the 275,000
-square-foot Student Center, both delivered on time and under
budget. The campus received more than 59,000 undergraduate
applications this year; the median GPA of the 2010 freshman class
is 4.01.

Prior to Chancellor Drake’s arrival at UCI, he served for five years
as vice president for health affairs at the University of California’s
Office of the President, overseeing academic program policy at

UC’s 15 health sciences schools located on seven campuses. He
directed the special research programs in tobacco, breast cancer
and HIV/AIDS; co-chaired the California/Mexico Health Inidative; launched the PRIME (PRogram In
Medical Education) initiatives to train physicians to serve the needs of underserved populations statewide;
and founded the California Health Benefits Review Program. Before that, he spent more than two decades
on the faculty of the UC San Francisco School of Medicine, ultimately becoming Steven P. Shearing Profes-
sor of Ophthalmology and senior associate dean. He has served as an administrative leader, physician-
scientist and teacher, conducting clinical research on glaucoma and maintaining an active referral practice.
He has written scores of scholarly articles and chapters, and his fifth textbook was published in 2009.

Chancellor Drake has received numerous honors and awards for teaching, public service and research, in-
cluding the Burbridge Award for Public Service, Asbury Award (clinical science), Michael J. Hogan Award
(laboratory science), UCSF School of Medicine Clinical Teaching Award, S.]. Kimura Teaching Award,
UCSF School of Medicine Alumnus of the Year Award, and the Gold-Headed Cane Society Speaker’s Cane.
In addition, he received the Association of American Medical Colleges’ Herbert W. Nickens Award and The
California Wellness Foundation’s Champion of Diversity Award. Most recently, he was awarded the inaugu-
ral Binational Health Pioneer Award at the 18th International HIV/AIDS Conference. He has served as trus-
tee and president of the Alpha Omega Alpha Honor Medical Society and as chair of the board of trustees of
the Association of Academic Health Centers. He is a fellow of the Institute of Medicine and the American
Academy of Arts & Sciences. He is an alumnus of Stanford University (A.B.) and UC San Frandisco (M.D.).
Chancellor Drake and his wife, Brenda, live in Irvine, They have two grown sons.
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George R. Flores MD, MPH

George Raymond Flores, a second generation Mexican-
American, was born and raised in Los Angeles where he
graduated from parochial schools and public colleges.
Chicanos for Creative Medicine and the National Chi-
cano Health Organization groomed him as a pre-med stu-
dent and community activist. As a medical student at the
University of Utah, George worked at migrant farm
worker clinics, got his MPH at Harvard, and then helped
to develop a permanent community clinic in Ogden dur-
ing his residency in Family Medicine. Dr. Flores served 3
years in the National Health Service Corps in community

clinics on California’s Central Coast. He was appointed
Deputy Public Health Officer for Santa Barbara County
where he helped to develop one of the nation’s first county Medicaid managed care programs. Following his
spirit to Latin America, Dr. Flores moved to Guatemala where he was the country director for Project

HOPE, working with the Ministry of Health and leading teams of zechnicos en salud rural to deliver child

survival programs and materials to the poor indigenous populations of the remote a]téz)[zmo.

Returning to the United States after 212 years abroad, Dr. Flores became Health Officer and Director of
Public Health of Sonoma County, and Assistant Clinical Professor of Family and Community Medicine for
the UCSF program in Santa Rosa, where he was instrumental in local and statewide programs for tobacco
control, HIV prevention, community clinic systems developnlent, bi-national health, and community health
worker certification. Dr. Flores participated in the National Alliance for Hispanic Health’s Government Ex-
ecutive Program at the Kennedy School of Government, and the national Public Health Leadership Insti-
tute, and ascended to leadership positions with the local medical society, statewide health officers association,
and national association of county and city health officials (NACCHO). But he is most proud of his efforts
with the Latino Coalition for a Healthy California, the state’s leading Latino voice for health policy, which

he co-founded in 1992, was board chair for nearly a decade, and continues to serve.

After moving to become Health Officer and Public Health Director in San Diego County where he initiated
programs to prevent chronic disease and childhood obesity, Dr Flores was appointed to the Institute of
Medicine committee that published the milestone report, The Future of the Publics Health in the 21 Cen-
tury. He subsequently served on the IOM committee that published Preventing Childhood Obesity: Health in
the Balance, was Report Review Coordinator, external review of the IOM Workshop Summary, “Progress in
Preventing Childhood Obesity: Focus on Industry,” and External Reviewer of the IOM Workshop Sum-
mary on the “Joint U.S.-Mexico Workshop on Prevention of Childhood Obesity.”

Currently, Dr. Flores is the senior Program Manager for The California Endowment's Community Health

team. His work focuses on grant-making to advance policy and systems change at the intersection of health,

equity, and sustainable environments. His work also aims to strengthen the public health system and cross-

sector collaboration to improve the social and environmental factors that shape health outcomes. Lessons
2



from two groundbreaking programs that Dr Flores helped develop and lead to prevent childhood obesity
and improve community health were key to the development of The Endowment’s new 10 year, $1 billion
strategic initiative, Building Healthy Communities. Most of the communites involved in Healthy Eating,
Active Communities (HEAC), and the Central California Regional Obesity Prevention Program
(CCROPP), are predominately Latino.

Dr. Flores has served as a consultant to organizations and governments across the nation and internationally.
He has provided testimony, given hundreds of presentations, and written dozens of reports for policymakers,
professionals, students, and the public on topics ranging from infectious disease control, preparedness, immi-
grant health, and community collaboration to eliminate health disparities, to health-supportive environ-
mental policy.
